TEAM GOALS

Enhance the opioid/mental health service model for the community.

Address and prevent substance abuse disorders and eradicate drugs affecting communities

throughout Menominee County/Menominee Reservation.

Develop a comprehensive report of the historical and current data regarding the drug addiction in

our community.



LAW ENFORCEMENT (TRIBAL & COUNTY)

Crisis Intervention Team (CIT) training for both agencies (Shawano hosts CIT once a year). Future goal to have Crisis
Intervention Partners (CIP) for other agencies such as human services, dispatchers, crisis workers, CPS, etc.

Officer Wellness program training- help identify mental health issues with colleagues and response. Looking into Peer
Support and Wellness programs for law enforcement. METP has 3 officers trained in Peer Support.

Review and update of Drug Endangered Children Protocol (DEC) and updating the MOU between County/Tribe.

Narcan Direct through Wi Department of Justice/Department of Health Services (MESO).

Drug Court for Shawano/ Menominee Circuit Court. In the beginning process of working with Shawano to include
Menominee County in Drug Court.

Continuing work with NAGI (NATIVE AMERICAN GANGS INITIATIVE) to help with drug issues.

MENOMINEE TRIBAL HOUSING

Meth levels more than 1.5 parts per million (PPM)- Mandates Cleaning & additional testing

3 Tribal Housing employees trained in cleaning contaminated homes- Test/Clean/Scrub/Test
until <1.5 PPM. This team is dedicated to strictly cleaning homes from Meth use.

Cleaning contamination can be very hazardous for employees- Time consuming process.
10 units flagged for methamphetamine contamination — 16 units last year
25% of vacated units test positive for methamphetamine- Last year 33%

Highest level found this past year in one unit was 65 PPM- Last year was 43 PPM

Average single treatment cost $20k- $S25k per person.

Recovery Coach Response Team available 24/7 {MITCAAP}

Psychiatry on site once a month

Staff self-care/learning hour implemented weekly

Prior to 2022, Assessments only available M-F 8am-4pm by appt. sometimes taking several days — Now same day or

immediate as needed.

Assessment fee was $S85 which was a serious barrier for active users — Assessment fees were eliminated!

MENOMINEE TRIBAL CLINIC

Increased capacity of Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT) services, Prior to 2022 - 1 provider, less than 20 patients
Currently 3 providers servicing 65 patients in MAT program

Main treatment team consists of a Board Certified Addiction Specialist, a Certified Counselor, a Case Manager and a
Licensed Practical Nurse

Peer Recovery Coach from Recovery Corp to start 1/2024

Recipient of the HRSA Neonatal Abstinence Syndrome Grant — goal to provide supportive care for dependent
mothers to increase outcomes for babies and families

Case Coordination and referrals with Maehnowesekiyah and MCHS for residential services
Behavioral Health increased access to psychiatric services
* 4 contracted psychiatric providers
* 90+ hours of psychiatric services available each month
» 2022 Intake stats: 593 Scheduled / 434 Completed. Average No-Show for 2022: 27%
* 2023 Intake stats: 652 Scheduled / 492 Completed. Average No-Show for 2023: 25%

MISD-MIRS DATA

e 22-23 school year there were 92 substance use office referrals

* Of those 92, 46 were repeat offenders
* For the first 4 months of 23-24 school year, there were 12 office referrals
e Last year, at this time there were 47. That is a 74% DECREASE

* This shows that the interventions in place are being implemented and are
working



MISD-MIMS DATA

* In 22-23 school year, there were 42 substance use office referrals

e Of those referrals 10 were repeat offenders
* For the first 4 months of 23-24 school year, there were 10 office referrals
* Last year at this time there were 23 so this is a 57% DECREASE

* This shows a good trend going forward and shows the cross/sector collaboration between
MISD-Maehnowesekiyah-Tribal Clinic-Family Services is improving but more work needs to be
done.
